. Hello fellow artists!

2010 is a really big year for all of us involved with the
Baltimore Watercolor Society. As you know, this year marks
our 125th anniversary! We were founded in 1885!

Here are some headlines from 1885. Dr. William W. Grant
performed what is believed to be the first appendectomy.
Grover Cleveland was inaugurated President of the United
States. Mark Twain’s “Adventures of Huckleberry Finn” was
published (and subsequently banned by the Concord,
Massachusetts Public Library.) American Telephone and
Telegraph (AT&T) was incorporated as a subsidiary of Bell Telephone to build and
operate a long distance network. The Eastman Film Company manufactured the first
commercial motion picture film. The Salvation Army was officially organized in the
U.S. The Boston Pops Orchestra was formed. The first mass production of shoes
was realized in Lynn, Massachusetts. A French navel ship arrived in New York City
with a cargo of wooden crates containing pieces of the Statue of Liberty. French
scientist Louis Pasteur successfully tested an anti-rabies vaccine. Leo Draft opened
America’s first commercially operated electric streetcar in Baltimore. The first
gasoline pump was delivered to a gasoline dealer in Ft. Wayne, Indiana. Winslow
Homer painted “Lost on the Grand Banks.” (It was reportedly sold to Bill Gates for
$30 million in 1998.) Dr. Pepper was introduced. Annie Oakley joined Buffalo Bill's
Wild West Show and toured Europe. Christmas became a national holiday. The U.S.
Mail began a special delivery service and issued the first $.10 stamp for the guaran-
teed immediate delivery. Leland and Jane Stanford founded Stanford University.

These headlines provide a glimpse of what the world was like when that small group
of women artists formed the Baltimore Watercolor Society. | began to ponder what
it is that has sustained our organization throughout all these years. I'm sure there
have been many contributing factors but | have a feeling that a big reason had to do
