BWS is the third oldest watercolor organization in the country.  It 
was founded in 1885. It has grown into a Mid-Atlantic watermedia 
organization, encouraging artists and educating the public about the 
evolving medium through exhibitions, workshops and other events.

It is remarkable that this group has not only existed, but grown 
(from 5 founders to over 550 signature and associate members), 
staffed solely by volunteers.  

It has exhibited widely in Maryland (Eastern shore to Montgomery 
County).  Early exhibitions were held at venues like the Peabody 
Library and the Baltimore Museum of Art.  This year marks the 
11th time the Mid-Atlantic Exhibition has been at Strathmore in 
Rockville.  Other exhibits have been in colleges, churches, hospitals, 
art centers and commercial galleries. 

The diversity of the works, from traditional realism to non-
representational/abstract is only matched by the diversity of the 
membership.  There are those who do work full-time with their art, 
both in creating it and teaching it.  But the list of academic and 
professional diversity does not end there.  There are graphic artists, 
potters, jewelry makers, framers, computer experts, scientists, 
musicians, physicians, nurses, architects, dentists, educators, art 
therapists, event planners, publishers, home makers and more.  
There are numerous members who have retired from those 
professions and now have more time to devote to creating art.

Each year, BWS funds a $1000 college scholarship gift to a high 
school senior.  Life members are not required to pay dues, but their 
contributions are used to support this effort.
